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Viktorianska Anglie

Precti si text, pojmenuj vhodné jednotlivé ¢asti:

Viktorie byla kralovnou Spojeného kralovstvi Velké Britanie a Irska (1837-1901) a cisafovnou Indie
(1876-1901). Jeji vlada trvala nejdéle ze vsech panovniku v britské historii, az v roce 2015 jeji prvenstvi
prekonala soucasna panovnice Alzbéta Il., a je oznacovana jako viktorianska éra. Jako prvni z monarchu
Zila v Buckinghamském palaci.

Viktorie byla jedinym ditétem prince Edwarda (vévody z Kentu) a princezny Viktorie Mary Louisy ze
Saxe-Coburg-Saalfeld. Materskym jazykem Viktorie byla némcina. Teprve ve tfech letech se naucila
mluvit anglicky a francouzsky, pozdéji jesté hindsky, protoZze byla také vladkyni Indie. Viktorie
nechodila do skoly, studovala doma-historii, geografii a Bibli, hru na klavir. Krdlovna Viktorie milovala
zpév a opery, rada malovala a kreslila.

Viktorie nastoupila na trin, kdyz ji bylo pouhych 18 let 20. éervna 1837. Ve véku 21 let se Victoria
provdala za svého bratrance Alberta Saxe-Coburg Gotha, némeckého prince. Méli devét déti, 40
vnoucat a 37 pravnoucat, roztrousenych po celé Evropé. VétsSina déti kralovny Viktorie se vdala do
jinych kralovskych rodin v Evropé, proto se ji fika prababicka evropskych kral( a kraloven. Viktorie cely
Zivot vysoko ctila parlamentni tradice. Nebyla to vynikajici krdlovna, ale ziskala respekt.

Jeji manzel Albert zemfel v roce 1861 ve véku 42 let. Po zbytek své vlady nosila ¢ernou. Prezila 7 pokusl

o atentat. Kralovna Viktorie zemrela 22. ledna 1901 ve véku 81 let.

Britanie v 19.stoleti se stala nejmocné;jsi a nejvétsi Fisi na svété, vlddnouci ¢tvrtiné svétové populace.
Pocet lidi Zijicich v Britanii se vice nez zdvojnasobil, coZ zplsobilo velkou poptavku po jidle, obleceni a
bydleni. Byly postaveny tovarny a stroje a vyrostla nova mésta, kterd zménila krajinu a zpUsob, jakym
lidé Zili a pracovali. Zeleznice pFepravovaly zbo?i a lidé mohli poprvé snadno cestovat po celé zemi.

Viktoridnsky Londyn byl nejvétsim méstem na svété, velmi vystavnym - z tohoto obdobi pochazi mnoho
dnes slavnych londynskych mist - Trafalgarské ndmésti, budovy parlamentu, Tower Bridge, Victoria
Station... Populace mésta vzrostla z asi 1 milionu lidi v roce 1800 na asi 6,7 milionu v roce 1900, ale

mnoho lidi Zilo v nepfedstavitelné chudobé.
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V roce 1863 byly také postaveny prvni traté londynského metra. Dnes ma 270 stanic s vice nez 250
milemi koleji a systém denné prepravi pres 3 miliony cestujicich.

Jednim z ,nejslavnéjsich” lidi ve viktoridnském Londyné byl vrah prostitutek - Jack Rozparovac, ktery
nebyl nikdy identifikovan ani chycen.

Viktoridansky Londyn byl dobfe znamy svou mlhou, ktera byla ¢asto velmi husta (kouf + mlha = smog),
a protoze méla mirné zelenou barvu, fikalo se ji hrachova polévka (pea soup). Lidé ¢asto skoncili v fece
Temii, protoze prosté nevidéli, kam jdou. V horkych a suchych létech Temze strasné pdachla po celém
mésté, takZe kanalizani systém z konce 19. stoleti byl pro obyvatele poZzehnanim.

Vroce 1851 se v Londyné konala Velka vystava védy a techniky (prvni svétova vystava). Mezi exponaty
byl mimo jiné nejvétsi diamant na svété, fax a stroj, ktery pocital hlasy (= hlasy).

Byl Zivot viktoridnskych dob snadny? Pokud jste byli bohati, mohli jste mit prijemny a snadny Zivot. Ale
pokud jste byli chudi, Zivot byl tézky a mohl ¢asto skoncit v chudobinci nebo predc¢asnou smrti. V
chudobinci Zili lidé bez prace nebo domova, osifelé déti, duSevné nemocni, zdravotné postizeni, stafi

lidé a svobodné matky.

Bohati bankéri, obchodnici Zili v krasnych a pohodlnych domech, poradali spoustu vecirkd, méli sluhy.
Jejich déti mély chlivy a vychovatelky. Chlapci se vzdélavali v internatnich Skolach, napf. slavna Eton
school. Divky se vétSinou ucily byt dobrymi manzelkami a matkami. Chudi lidé méli ¢asto hlad. Jejich
déti nikdy nechodily do skoly, zacaly pracovat, jakmile se naucily chodit. Pracovaly dlouhé hodiny Sest
dni v tydnu a ve Spatnych podminkach za malo penéz. Mnoho z nich mélo zdravotni problémy a

nehody.

Jaky byl rodinny Zivot? Rodiny byly obvykle velké, v roce 1870 mélo mnoho rodin pét nebo Sest déti.
Kazdy ¢len rodiny mél svou vlastni roli a déti se ucily ,,znat své misto” a ,, byt vidény a neslySeny”. Svym

otcim fikaly ,,pane”. Velké mnozstvi lidi chodilo do kostela, jednou nebo dvakrat kazdou nedéli.

1) QUEEN VICTORIA

Victoria was Queen of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland (1837-1901) and empress of
India (1876-1901). Her reign was the longest of any monarch in British history and came to be known
as the Victorian era. She was the first monarch to live in Buckingham Palace. Victoria was the only child
of Prince Edward (Duke of Kent) and Princess Victoria Mary Louisa of Saxe-Coburg-Saalfeld.

Victoria's first language was German. At three years old she learnt to speak English and French. Later
she learnt to speak Hindustani because she was ruler of India as well. Victoria didn't go to school. She
studied at home, history, geography, and the Bible. She was taught how to play the piano and learned
how to paint. Queen Victoria loved singing and she enjoyed painting and drawing. She loved going to
the opera.

Queen Victoria came to the throne when she was only 18 years of age on June 20, 1837. At the age of
21, Victoria married her cousin, Albert of Saxe-Coburg Gotha, a German Prince. Victoria had nine
children, 40 grand-children and 37 great-grandchildren, scattered all over Europe. Most of Queen
Victoria's children married into other royal families of Europe that’s why she is called the great-
grandma of European kings and queens. Viktorie cely Zivot vysoko ctila parlamentni tradice. She wasn’t

an excellent queen, but she got respect.
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Her husband Albert died in 1861 at the young age of 42. For the rest of her reign she wore black.

Queen Victoria died on 22 January, 1901 at the age of 81.

2) VICTORIAN BRITAIN AND LONDON
Britain became the most powerful country in the world, with the largest empire (= fiSe) that had ever
existed, ruling a quarter of the world's population. The number of people living in Britain more than
doubled, causing a big demand (= poptavka) for food, clothes and housing.
Factories and machines were built and new towns grew up, changing the landscape and the ways
people lived and worked. Railways transported goods and people could travel easily around the

country for the first time.

Victorian London was the largest city in the world. Its population grew from about 1 million people in
1800, to about 6.7 million in 1900, but many people lived in poverty (= chudoba). Many of London’s
most famous buildings were built - Trafalgar Square, the Houses of Parliament, Tower Bridge and

Victoria Station.
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The first lines on the London Underground were constructed in 1863. Today, there are 270 stations,
with over 250 miles of track and the system carries over 3 million passengers every day.

One of the most famous people in Victorian London was the murderer, Jack the Ripper, who was never
identified or caught.

Victorian London was well known for its fog, which was often very thick ( smoke + fog = smog). Because
it had a slight green colour, the fog was often known as a pea-souper. People often walked into
the River Thames because they couldn’t see where they were going. In hot and dry summers the River
Thames smelt horribly in all city, so the London sewerage system (=kanalizace)was constructed in the
late 19th century.

The Great Exhibition of science and technology took place in London in 1851. Among the exhibits were

the world’s largest diamond, an early fax machine and a machine that counted votes (=hlasy).

3) VICTORIAN LIFE

Was the life easy during the Victorian times? If you were rich you could have a good and easy life.
But if you were poor you could have a very hard life, often ending up in the workhouse (=

chudobinec) or early death.
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Workhouses were big houses where poor people without job or home lived and ate. They also
worked there. There were orphaned (children without parents) children, the physically and mentally

sick, the disabled, the old people and unmarried mothers.

What was Family life like? Families were usually big, in 1870 many families had five or six children.
Each member of the family had their own role and children were taught to "know their place" and
"be seen and not heard". They called their fathers 'sir'. A great number of people went to church,

once or twice every Sunday.

Rich people were bankers, merchants (=obchodnik) or worked for the queen. They lived in beautiful,
comfortable houses. Their parents organized a lot of parties. Parents had servants (=sluzky) to do jobs
at home. The children had nannies and governesses. Boys were sometimes sent to school, e.g. famous

Eton school. Girls didn’t go to school but learnt to be good wives and mothers. .

Poor people had a very hard life. They were often hungry. Some children never went to school. They
were treated like adults and began work as soon as they could walk. They worked from the age of four
or five to feed themselves and their families. They worked long hours for six days a week and in bad
conditions. They did not earn much money. Their masters were often very cruel (=kruty). A lot of

children had health problems and accidents. Their jobs weren’t easy and were often dangerous, too.

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4) POOR CHILDREN’S JOBS IN VICTORIAN ERA

Chimney sweeper - Many children worked as chimney sweeps because they were small and thin. They
climbed inside chimneys to clean them. The work was dangerous and painful. Street children or

orphans (=children who had no parents) usually did this job.

Factory worker - A lot of children also worked in textile factories. They worked long hours, sometimes
16 hours a day! They started at 5 in the morning and finished at 9 at night. They went into machines
to clean them or fix the cotton threads (=nité) when they broke. They did this when the machines

worked. They had many accidents then. They lost their fingers and sometimes were killed.

Coal miner - Many children worked in coal mines for 12 hours a day. Some children opened and closed

air doors for better ventilation. Other children pushed coal trucks.

Street children - Thousands of poor children lived and worked on the streets. The streets were very
dirty. They sold matches, flowers, wood, muffins, cleaned shoes or swept streets to make way for
ladies and gentlemen. Many of them were orphans. Some children stole or picked pockets to buy food

and slept in the streets.

People who helped Victorian children- Lord Shaftesbury, Sir Robert Peel and Dr. Barnardo wanted to
protect working children by laws (=zakony). They also started free schools for poor children. By the

end of Victorian times, all children went to school until the age of 12.

Chudobince slouzily pouze jako jidelny pro chudé, staré a nemocné lidi, sirotky, svobodné matky.
Rodiny v té dobé mély bézné 8 déti a chodily do kostela. VSechny déti z bohatych rodin chodily
do Skoly, chudé déti musely pracovat kazdy den.

Nejcastéji déti pracovaly v tovarnach, v dolech, na ulici - jako kominici, zametaci, drobni
prodavadi, CistiCi bot. Zacinaly pracovat ve véku 6 let az 16 hodin denné.

Ke konci viktorianské éry byla uzakonéna bezplatna skolni dochazka.
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
